	1: Heidelberg was already on my radar for several years due to the thematic overlapping with my research interests. So when it turned out Heidelberg was an actual Erasmus+ partner of CU Prague, also through the +4EU association, I quickly made my choice. In any case, I also took some other very interesting partner universities in consideration (Denmark, Estonia...), but in the end Heidelberg proved to be the best match in terms of topic and location. 
 
	2: I was asked very little paper work. At my own initiative, I applied for a Gastwissenschaftler-Ausweis through the Welcome Center, for which I had to fill in a form with personal data and upload a picture. (Mind that I first asked this with the University Clinic, where my factual working spot was, but since the Clinic required many certificates of vaccination, the secretary suggested the application would be easier through the central administration of the University, where this is not needed). Once I had my Gastwissenschaflter-Ausweis, I could go to the Studentenwerk to get a CampusCard (simply without appointment), which can be used to pay at the Mensa. To get access to the Library, you can ask it there straight away.
 
	3: I checked the typical German websites WG Gesucht and Wunderflats first, but ended up finding a perfect and reasonably priced place at AirBnB. Finding a place in Heidelberg is challenging, especially for only a month, so its best to start looking early, and also to consider places outside the center (for example Schriesheim, where I found a nice place.)
 
	4: I had to pick up my Gastwissenschaftler-Ausweis at the Welcome Center in the Seminarstraße as well as my CampusCard at the Studentenwerk closeby. 
 
	5: For me the scholarship certainly covered my costs. The biggest expense was the housing, of course. Apart from that you need public transport (I took Flixbus to get there and a Deutschland-Ticket of about€60/month to get around) and of course food, for which the Mensa offers good value for the money (although cooking is still cheaper). 
 
	6: No, everything went smoothly, also because of my familiarity with Germany and the German language. I found Heidelberg and its university to be very open-minded and friendly.
 
	7: As my research topic is rather specific, it was very beneficial to meet fellow PhD-students and researchers and of course professor Thomas Fuchs, who work around very similar subjects. Thus I was able to broaden not only my knowledge, but only my academic network with very kind and interesting people, amongst which Martin Vásquez, Andres Contreras and Ivan Vial, to mention just a few. I also gained further insight into the German higher education system and the German psychiatric health system. The wonderful collection of the University Library was of great added value too, since I could finally get access to some books which are very hard to find elsewhere. In all Heidelberg was an excellent working environment.
