My situation in this semester was rather particular, as there were sever strikes during exam period. That is why most of my
exams were done online - which meant that the use of your notes could not be controlled. Anyway, | would say that the exams
are slightly more difficult than at FHS: For example, usually they take longer.

What aspects of studies at the host university would you evaluate more/less positively with regard to FHS?

Personally, | prefer the teaching style at FHS, which is freer and leaves more responsibility to the students. In addition, the
courses were more numerous than the English courses at FHS. The teachers, in return, usually had a better name than those
at FHS.

Do you have any other useful information for the FHS students who are interested in studying at this university?

The location of the campus is quite ugly - still, given the extremely high Prices for living in Paris, it is a very good idea to apply
for the dormitory on the campus. It is important though, to apply directly on the day the applications are opened; if not, the
chances to get a room at the dormitory (which is about one third of the normal price for a room in lle de France) are very low.
The rooms in the dormitory are single and quite fine.

There is a metro card for about 40 euros per month for students, called imagine-R. It has to be applied for per internet, once
one has an address in Paris.

The courses that can be found in internet some months before (for the learning agreement) are preliminary; later, there is a pdf
with exact descriptions of the courses on the website.
