	Náročnost studia: There are some classes in the form of seminars with face-to face communication with lecturer, for the larger audience there are usually lectures in the form of presentation, often with additional readings which you need to read before the lecture. The complexity is almost the same, sometimes even less hard, though you need to work with a lot of sources while writing the essay, often there is a condition to use at least two books and two academic journals from the DCU library.
	Obor na FHS: [Studium humanitní vzdělanosti]
	Náročnost zkoušek: The majority of my exams were in form of essays. The rules of writing the essay are very strict and need attention. In my case 4 essays should have been written at home in 2-3 weeks period. 2 of them I wrote during the 2 hours exam. It depends on what is easier for you - to write the essay, using at least 10 sources, with paraphrasing and citation; or to prepare for the oral or written exam.
	Srovnání s FHS: Different timing, classes last usually for 45-50 minutes, then there is a break up to several hours and then there could be the continuation of the class. It is not always convenient, especially for the language classes.
	Další informace: After arrival it is useful to download DCU app, where you could find some useful information, such as map of campuses, opening hours, students societies and so on.
There are a lot of international students in DCU, so almost nobody from staff is interested in you personally, so if you need something - you need to be initiative and always check if your claim/request/question is proceeded. You will have a personal inspector, but they are not useful enough and help you only with academic issues. But orientation week (actually 2 days) provides all necessary information about the university.
Apply for incampus accommodation very early! Better provide the accommodation before your arrival, at least have several variants, but do not pay any deposits to private persons, often they are frauds.
